The Chinese Language Center 
presents the general course plan to 
the curriculum committee for review. 

 
The Chinese Language Center 
revises the general course plan. 
After gaining Curriculum 
Committee’s approval, submits it 
to the Office of Academic Affairs.

The Chinese Language Center submits 
the general course plan to the 
Curriculum Section, the Office of 
Academic Affairs. 

To assist international students with course 
enrollment, the International College 
provides the list of new international 
students and course enrollment instructions 
for international undergraduates to each 
college and department.

Following the course enrollment regulations 
general international undergraduates start to 
enroll in courses.

Curriculum Committee reviews the 
general course plan.

3. Besides professional curriculum of 
department, international
undergraduates should take general 
courses intended for international 
students. 32 credits are required 
before their graduation. 

4. The 32 credits should contain 20 
credits of Chinese courses offered by 
the International College, 6 credits of 
English-related courses offered by 
the Department of Foreign 
Languages and Literature and 6 
credits in 5 fields offered by the 
Center for General Education.
